Popularity

By 1960 it was claimed
most English language
readers came into con-
tact with it almost dai-
ly. Times New Roman
continues to be very
popular, particulary for
NEWSpapers, magazines
and corporate com-
munications such as
proposals and annual
reports. Times is the
most successful type of
this century, and outsold
its nearest nival in the
Monotype list by two to
one. It's arguably the
most widely used roman
typeface in the world

Stanley Monson certamly
‘wasn 't one to pull hus punch-
¢s, somn the late 19205, when
he decided that the UK's
Times newspaper needed
a redesign, he was asked
his advice on mmproving it
Consequently, Morison set
out on his quest to revamp
the newspapers accord-
ing to his own pnnciples.

According to legend,
under lus direction, trades-
man Victor Lardent car-
nied out the design of the
letters. However, much of
the work may have been
done by Amercian Engineer

Starling Burgess, who
also had a lme in build-
mg yachts and aeroplanes.

In the end, The Times
mtroduction of its new
font went with little notice,
which Morison beheved to
be a complete triumph.
Later in the decade, the pa-
perback revolution started

d by Mon-
son for Monotype) for its
covers and Times New Ro-
man for its runmng copy.

When the web came
mto bemg in the carly
19905, it was Times New
Roman that became its
most used font, providing
exactly what Monsin -
tended: legibility, despite its
somewhat pixelated appear-
ance on the new platform

He was famous, not for
his own designs, but for his
championing of typogra-
phy. He wrote a famous es-
aay entitled First Pnnciples
of typography and a well
known book called a tally of
types. He is one of the most
important figures in printing
history and Times New Ro-
man is known by everyone.
